STORAGE BATTERY INFORMATION AND MAINTENANCE

e Please charge 8 to 12 hours before first time use.

e Please use the suitable adapter to charge storage battery, otherwise the ride-on will be
damaged.

e Please charge the car once the speed is slower than normal, otherwise it will decrease
storage battery life.

e Please fully charge the battery before you put your ride-on away, and remember to
recharge the battery every 30 days. This will ensure the normal use of the battery,
otherwise, the battery might not hold a charge without proper maintenance.

e Batteries may leak fluids that can cause chemical burn injury or ruin your product.

e To avoid battery leakage: Do not mix old and new batteries or batteries of different
types: alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or rechargeable (nickel-cadmium).
eInsert batteries as indicated inside the battery compartment. Remove batteries during
long periods of non-use.

e Always remove exhausted batteries from the product. Dispose of batteries safely. Do
not dispose of batteries in a fire. The batteries may explode or leak.

e Never short-circuit the battery terminals.

eNon-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.

Disposal Of Battery:

Recharge the battery at least once a month when the vehicle Raider is not being
used.

Do not drive the vehicle in rainy or snowy weather. Water will damage the motor,
electric system and battery.

eClean the vehicle with a soft, dry cloth. To restore shine to plastic parts, use a non-
wax furniture polish. Do not use car wax. Do not use abrasive cleaners.

eDo not drive the vehicle in loose dirt, sand or fine gravel which could damage
moving parts, motors or the electric system.

e\When not using, all the electrical source should be turn off. Turn off the power
switch and disconnect the battery connection.

How to assemble

1. Assembling front light according to arrowhead, using 2pcs 4x12 screw to
tighten.

2. Passing light line through front fork(1), putting front light into front fork(2).
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3. using 4pcs 4x12 screw to tighten.

4. Assembling brake according to arrowhead(1), using 2pcs 4x12 screw
to tighten(2), assembling rearview mirror according to arrowhead(3).

5. Assembling order to rear axle for left side is rear wheel, rear wheel
cover, gasket, screw, for right side is motor, rear wheel, rear wheel
cover, gasket, screw.




How to assemble and use
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6. Inserting light line(1).
Assembling front fork(2).
Assembling bush, screw(3).

Assembling platform, using 2pcs 4x12 screw to tighten(4).

7. Assembling fender(1). Using 2pcs 4x12 screw to tighten(2).
Assembling front wheel cover first, putting front wheel into fender,
inserting front axle through front wheel(3), then one gasket each
side, using screw to tighten.
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8. Inserting headstock on

the front fork(1), using 4pcs |

4x16 screw to tighten.
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How to use and maintain

9. Connecting red line to battery and motor line to motor, then assembling
seat. Turning on the power, pressing forward/backward switch to forward,
stepping pedal switch, tricyle moves forward, turns to backward, it moves
back. Car stops when you leave pedal switch.

10. Battery charge: please charge tricycle
when battery is low. Charging hole is on the
left side of the right wheel. Connecting
charging hole, then charge(10).

(Notice: cannot play when charging,
charging only under adult supervision)
