Tools Needed :Tape Measure, Electric Drill, Drill Bit, , Hammer, a Bar of Soap and a cold 

The length of your boat will determine arm spacing. Idea arm spacing is 0.4x boat length,
this will help  distribute the weight evenly

1.Locate studs where arms will be mounted and mark desired height for the Folding Rack 
  at base of support arm.Use a mounting bracket as a template, and a mounting screw to mark 
 the locations for  holes.Studs are typically on 16” centers. It is important that at least 
  one screw from each mounting bracket goes into a wood stud.

2.Pre-drill pilot hole for Phillips Head screw using drill bit.

3.The second hole will typically miss a single stud. For drilling 2nd hole into drywall, 
  enlarge the drywall  hole with drill bit. Tap the plastic anchor into the hole. 
  Note: if you were lucky and hit a stud on both holes, skip this step.

4.Rub screw threads on the bar of soap for ease of installation. 

5.Insert a screw through 2 brackets. Screw into the stud. 

6.Leave loose for insertion of arm.

7.Insert arm in bracket. Take care not to over-tightenthe screw in the plastic anchor. 
  Fully tighten screw into stud. 

8.Mount second arm at same height as the first arm.
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
